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A. Introduction
The delegation of the People’s Republic of China is well aware of the current state of the international community. With Russia’s annexation of Crimea, the globe is divided by the controversial issue of sovereignty—it is hard to pick a stance—as well as other problems that are sparked by this clash of interests. As the delegation of a fast developing country in East Asia, we would like to stick to our principles of peaceful coexistence, remain neutral, urge other nations to follow suit, and promote non-violent negotiations among the nations. During this conference, we would like to be a mediator to solve the conflict by bringing everyone onboard for collaboration. The world today should not, and cannot, tolerate unilateral decisions that disregard the interests of others. Rather, we must work together towards a feasible resolution that would solve, or at least alleviate, conflicts in, and have extended beyond, the region by means of negotiation.
B. Key Points

1. Committee on Sovereignty

The People’s Republic of China follows the guidelines of peaceful coexistence and condemns the formation of power blocs’ coalition that infringe upon other countries’ sovereignty. Russia has been an ally of our nation, and its annexation of Crimea puts us at a conflicting position where it is hard for us to determine the legality of this move. 
2. Committee on Security

The separatist movement has raised concerns regarding the security in Tibet and Xinjiang. These separatists have trained in Afghanistan to fight with the Taliban and al Qaeda and pose security threats that resort in violent attacks such as bombing, assassinations, and street fighting. We feel as though we should take preventative measures by increasing militarism.
3. Committee on Terrorism

China’s Uighur Muslim accused for recent terrorist attacks against citizens as well accused of alliance with ISIS. President Xi Jinping has addressed the issue stating if necessary violent actions will be taken to put an end to the attacks and maintain peace within the nation.  
4. Committee on Human Rights 

Humanitarians are concerned about the lack of freedom in the region due to Russia’s control. Currently, Crimea’s government is subject to Russian judicial system and has no rights in governing its own territory. People in this region is experiencing lack of human rights due to the suppressions.
5. Committee on Economics

Russia has become largely dependent on China as an ally due to Western sanctions, and both nations have been cooperating together based on mutual benefit. Given the fact that China’s economy is gradually slowing and such agreements are not permanent, the economy-based collaboration seems unclear for future negotiations.
6. Committee on Energy

The $400 billion agreement between China and Russia guaranteeing a major portion of China’s gas supply for approximately the next five years. This deal was very beneficial to us because it not only secures a part of our gas import for a good amount of time but it also helps Russia attempt to stabilize their economy.
7. Committee on Ukraine

With the recent invasions Russia has done throughout the Ukraine and other countries, these acts will only lead to greater conflicts with these countries and possibly war. Seeing the current status of Russia’s government and country as a whole we believe that it will benefit Russia the most if they were to just refrain from their original plans to avoid having to end up being in war and possibly leaving them in even more debt than they are already. 
C. Background Information
As China continues to be a major player in the global community it is important to note that history plays a key role in the advancement of China over the past few decades. Chinese civilization begins with Pangu, a mythical being credited with creating the universe and teaching the Chinese people how to communicate and the skills to survive. The Xia Dynasty was the first area of rule in china and dates back to ca. 2000-1500 B.C. The civilization during this era was based on agriculture, mainly hunting and animal husbandry. This period lead to the development of the Chinese writing system and the use of bronze metallurgy, which became an important part of the Shang dynasty’s economy. 
The Shang dynasty followed the Xia period and lead to four key contributions to Chinese civilization: the invention of writing; the development of a stratified government; the advancement of the bronze technology and the use of chariots and bronze weapons in warfare. The writing system allowed the government, a hierarchy, to become organized on a larger scale and allowed documentation to occur. The collapse of the Shang dynasty and rise of the Zhou Empire, which lasted 800 years, contributed greatly to the growth of China’s economy, politics, science and modern day culture.

The first imperial era of China, also known as the Qin Dynasty, lead to great developments such as the Great Wall of China and the reduction of aristocrats in government. This was also a time of regulations and purging the new dynasty from the views of the past. Many of the notable outcomes of the Qin Dynasty are southward expansion, the development of philosophy and literature, religion and the growth of the government and military. The Han dynasty, the second imperial era, was a period of peace and prosperity. Many notable works of literature, artwork and technology arose from time of tranquility. 

As China entered the nineteenth century, the empire had to face the growing threat of the west and the lack of industry to support the rapidly growing population. Trading with Western countries lead to the Opium War which severely damaged the Chinese economy and more foreign influence in Asia. The Taiping Rebellion further hurt the empire and led to major divisions between the Chinese people. After the Opium wars and divisions within the country, Empress Dowager engineered the Tongzhi Restoration, with the intention of restoring China to its former glory by utilizing Western methods. During this period China was going through a series of reforms aimed at recovering from the incidents of the past. 

The failure of the reform movements and the uprisings from the Boxer Rebellion lead to many Chinese citizens realizing that significant changes must be made in order to make China strong again. The Republican Revolution of 1911 called for overthrowing the Manchus and ending foreign hegemony over China, strengthening nationalism and bringing China to its former glory. This Rebellion lead to renaming the nation the Republic of China and was the final stage in the emergence of modern China. 

The Republican Revolution of 1911 marked the beginning of modern day China. The New Culture Movement called for social and political theories ranging from complete westernization of China to socialism that one day would be adopted by China’s communist ruler. This movement also rekindled the fading cause of the Republican revolution, increased Chinese nationalism and helped the communist party grow. On October 1, 1949, the People's Republic of China was formally established and the transition into socialism helped China recover from the many wars and internal conflicts that halted the nation’s profession. The People’s Republic of China has been focused on rebuilding the nation and restoring China back to its former glory since the 1950s which is why the government works so hard.

D. Issues

1. Committee on Sovereignty

The People’s Republic of China is a sovereign state governed by a single-party—the Chinese Communist Party. The Party proclaimed the establishment of the People’s Republic of China on October 1, 1949 after years of domestic conflict. Although the Chinese society to that point has been governed by traditions and restricted values, the country is gradually adapting to the Western standard civilization. With the past few decades of economic reforms and globalization, a Chinese styled civil society has emerged in which all civic activities are interlinked. The Chinese political system has become increasingly consultative in which more citizens are involved in politics (Wacker). With a recent change in leadership, our top priority remains to be sustaining stability in the nation such that no chaos would be created during the process.

We regard ourselves as a third world developing country; as such, we would like to concentrate on peace and development rather than aligning with any major power blocs. This does not equate to unilateralism; we welcome friends and allies, but we are against the idea of forming coalitions in attempt to gain power by means of suppression throughout the world. The majority of our foreign policy decisions are made with the basis of the Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence that originated from China’s leadership in 1954. These principles are one, mutual respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity; two, mutual non-aggression; three, non-interference on each other’s internal affairs; four, quality and mutual benefit; and five, peaceful coexistence (Nathan).

The Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence serve as an alternative to United States values of limiting the rights of sovereign states. We regard all nations in the world as equal and uninfringeable states, be they Western or non-Western, rich or poor, democratic or monarchic; they should be free of any outside influences. We believe that our Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence explain why the United States should not impose any measures on weaker nations and force them to follow American values. This set of rules asserts that we do not act out of our boundary, and with morality as one of our guidelines in regard to international relations, we will follow our principles at all times.

Currently, our foreign policy can be interpreted based on the Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence, and we believe that no states have the right to interfere another nation’s domestic affairs. We believe that any disputes in global affairs should be solved by peaceful negotiation, and each state’s right cannot be violated by any foreign influence. We would abstain or even vote against any measures taken by the United Nations to enforce sanctions and issue interventions. In simple terms, we oppose countries that have power to intervene other nations, and fight to protect all nations’ sovereignty.

Following our principles of foreign policy, we remained neutral on Russia’s annexation of Crimea. We believed that People’s Republic of China should not take a side in this conflict and would like to see peaceful negotiation between the two sides. We abstained from the United Nations Security Council on a resolution that was drafted for the purpose of condemning Russia (Repnikova). Annexation could lead to local violence and conflict that cause instability on the peninsula.

We believe that in terms of regional issue, the annexation of Crimea would lead to influx of immigration into Russia. Given the large population of ethnic Russians in the region, we remain neutral in their decision to intervene in Ukraine’s internal affairs (Bayer). We believe that Russia does not have the right to intervene in another nation’s domestic affair. Nevertheless, we believe that Russia can reserve the right to protect Russians in Ukraine to prevent perceived abuses or crimes on behalf of the government (Lally). In regard to the controversy of Russian sending troops to regions outside of Ukraine, on the one hand, we would like to declare that we are one hundred percent against the idea of intervening another country’s sovereignty. On the other hand, if Russia deems its action as a necessity, China would like to declare our neutrality on this issue.

We believe that the current borders of Russia and the post-Soviet states should remain as it. China agrees with Russia that there are historical evidence that demonstrate the logicality behind its annexation of Crimea. We think that Russia’s decision does not violate our own Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence. We believe that Russia’s move is justified by the historical border agreement.

There is a growing lack of freedom in the region due to Russia’s control, but it could be seen as a necessary step to initially prevent chaos and violence. Freedom of expression and belief are limited due to restrictive Russian laws. Crimea’s government is subject to Russian judicial system, which lead to its lack of independence (“Freedom House”). To smoothly transition through the initial annexation period, special tactics could be applied in order to accomplish the tasks of conversion.

2. Committee on Security

In China, post- Cold War Era, our main security concerns include conflicts with the United States as well as territorial disputes in a number of countries, including the dispute over Kashmir with India, the Nansha Islands (Spratly in English) with Malaysia, the Philippines, Vietnam, Brunei, Indonesia, some of the Xisha Islands (Parcel in English) with Vietnam, Diaoyu Islands with Japan, the Taiwan issue and SLOCS. Out of these threats those that most impact us are the conflicts with Taiwan because of its relations with the United States, the Nansha Islands, and sea lines of communication (SLOCS). We are also concerned about its energy supply line which part of the reason includes its SLOCS and it also ties along with our foreign trading, SLOCS are crucial to our economic development but are not of great urgency. The nature of the Taiwanese conflict is a life or death issue to our government and has many uncertainties it also could be a conflict between us and the United States and it is a long-term challenge with immediate and constant political implications. While the Nansha issue is not as crucial as the one in Taiwan, it is complex due to the number of claimants along with the possible involvement of external players, also because of its relation to energy security with substantial economic interests (Yang).

We feel that we have adequate infrastructure and alliances to contend with these concerns. Our infrastructure is the second greatest in the world and is the competitor to the United States. We do not have any real reliable allies, so in dealing with our security concerns, we are not planning to enter war with any of these countries especially with the United States anytime soon and focusing on expanding our economy (TIME). 

When handling our external security concerns, we feel as though the United States is not a threat to us but rather a competitor. The United States on the other hand sees us as a threat due to its “China threat” theory, and this view is unlikely to disappear in the near future, we do not plan to go to war with the United States. The United States views us as a threat because of a perceived security threat. The protection of SLOCs is a more pressing security concern than the issue with the United States because of the growing importance of trade and energy supply. A prolonged disruption of our SLOCs could have serious consequences for its economic development. Not only is economic development a key to enhancing our national power, it is also crucial to the legitimacy of our government, we will deal with these problems due to growing urgency. In regards our territorial disputes they are of immediate concern especially in places such as Japan and the South China Sea because they are closely related to China’s domestic politics, such as Chinese nationalism and nationalism is important to the Chinese government today due to the stresses placed on society (Yang).

When it comes to internal security threats, we are currently facing an issue regarding the security of Tibet as well as in Xinjiang. While the city of Beijing is able to control the separatist movement in both regions, the unrest there could deepen Chinese suspicion of anti-China forces abroad and consequently impact on Chinese foreign policy. Muslim separatists in Xinjiang also present us with its most significant terrorist threat, and has been growing since the 1980s. The East Turkistan Islamic Movement and other Uyghur separatist groups were reputedly trained in Afghanistan to fight with the Taliban and al Qaeda. The separatists have resorted to violence, bomb attacks, assassinations, and street fighting. These separatist pose a threat to our nation because they will bring their terrorism to China and we handle these threats with increased military control (Yang).

We have played a proactive role in Asia with our military and takes the leadership role in surrounding countries. Over the past decades our military has witnessed a transformation due to well needed reforms. Our military transformation has increased we acquired more advanced weapons and technology, continued high rates of investment in domestic defense and technology industries has allowed the People's Liberation Army (PLA) to progress. Over the past several years, we have begun to pursue a new phase of military development by taking on roles and missions for the PLA that go beyond the immediate territorial integrity of China itself. In fact, the development of the Chinese military in recent years has drawn skepticism and even fear over the purpose, especially in East Asia, but also in Europe and North America (Institute of Security and Development Policy). 

An example of organized crime group in China is Triad. A triad is one of many branches of Chinese transnational organized crime criminal organizations based in Hong Kong, Macau, Taiwan and also in countries with significant Chinese populations. In December 2008, the Chinese government announced the creation of a new special unit aimed at cracking down on gun-related crimes and organized crime such as organized prostitution, gambling, drug production and trafficking. While highly organized crime groups such as the Triad is hard to crackdown on, we have slowly began to make reforms in these areas (Facts and Details). 

While China has not experienced cyber-attacks we have been accused of committing cyber-attacks on the United States. While these accusations might be or might be true, they have no evidence against us.

3. Committee on Terrorist

As a united country China has faced numerous attacks within its borders mainly due to diverse religion. The major group that is accused  for recent attacks are the China’s Uighur Muslim as they regard themselves closer to Central Asian nations (BCC News). Worldwide these attacks have not captured the attention of many as it has not yet escalated to a level which affects other nations. The attacks in China have grown and become more of a threat to our citizens. The most recent attack was at a public train station in the city Xinjiang killing close to three but injured dozens of people. The attacks were led after the President Xi Jinping finished his four day trip of the region speaking of increasing anti-terrorism policies (The Guardian). We do not wish for such conflicts to have to lead to violence especially to the murder of innocent people who have no [personally connections to their anger.  Xinjiang, China is the home of the minority of the Muslim Uighur which is against the rule of the majority Han Chinese. They have been recently been known for violent attacks against other citizens but not all Muslim citizens are tied to this attacks.  Based on the media and  the President of China Xi Jinping intends to deal with the terrorist in a violent method, as such attacks against innocent civilians will not be tolerated and dealt with the methods necessary to put an end to this nightmare for all of us. It is not a wishful method to us, if a more peaceful way to end the terror were possible it would be considered but based on recent attacks such as method does not seem possible.   

Taking a step back to the root of the problem consists with religious and politically views. The People’s Republic of China historically faced many issues with different groups of people as not all citizens agreed in which direction the nation was heading in. Past minority groups have led to violence in order to protest their opinion. As we all know violence does not lead to anything positive except to more violence.  Our government to some seems more beneficial to our high class citizens that despite that belief the minority groups are also our concern. We cannot avoid negative views such as Minority groups being less of a concern to the Government. . The Muslim religion has different views compared to an average Chinese citizen (APCSS). In the sense that an average citizen will view situation in a realistic way whereas a very religious person will rely heavily on morals. Indeed not everyone who is a Muslim in this nation is responsible for the recent attacks in the nation, yet the different views have led to threaten the peace the Chinese government has been able to maintain for years now. Like mentioned before such threats will not be tolerated and dealt with as necessary. It has come to citizens attention that the attacks against China has in some way a connection to ISIS, such an idea cannot be ignored or agreed. Such a group like ISIS is also feared with in our own nation. 

As mentioned before certain actions must be taken to protect the wellbeing of our citizen. As we all fear the threat especially with ISIS no comments can be made in regards to this. Yet alongside other nations we do believe such a terrorist group should be taken down before they escalate to a further level and cause more damage them they already have. As part of the United Nation, we do not want to see another war and blood shed of our people. Leading to our current debate on the issue and as well as our own involvement to deal with ISIS. We feel deeply sorrow for the families who has lost their loved ones and do not wish that upon no one, especially not on one our citizens. Different options are being concerned with this problem alongside Chinese citizens joining forces with ISIS. We do not wish to use violence against our own people, placing us in a difficult situation. As mentioned before our prime concern it to stop the further attacks from taking place as well as the safety of our citizens.

4. Committee on Human Rights

The People’s Republic of China recognizes the rights of every individual and works to recognize and protect the rights that every individual is entitled to. By ensuring protection, existing policies and enforcement measures are in place to prevent the abuse of human rights. Concerns were raised in regards to our capital punishment known as the death penalty. Although many may see China’s form of punishment as inhumane, our authorities have been pursuing measures to limit the utilization of the death penalty. The death penalty is given to a small percentage of criminals that have committed extremely serious crimes. Many believe that the Freedom of Expression has been violated in different ways; news reporting and publication from the media are restricted to a certain extent. We believe that what the media portrays can oftentimes become easily distorted and misrepresented; for better or for worse. We encourage the freedom to express, but our nation believes that intentions are best with little interference from the media. Our approach to human rights highlights political, individual, social, and cultural aspects-- all in which are major contributing factors to civil liberty.

China is a multi-nationalities nation that is consisted of 56 ethnic groups. The group Han makes up about 90% of the total Chinese population, and they live harmoniously with the other 55 ethnic groups. Each group’s customs and festivals are unique and do not interfere with one another (Zhou). Han, as well as the minority themselves, are very accepting towards the minority ethnic groups. There are no apparent ethnic divisions in our country. In fact, we are extremely proud of our diversity and we regard our uniqueness as a valuable asset for our nation.

Since we treat all ethnic groups as part of the Chinese family, each one of us enjoy and have the same rights. Rarely do we discriminate others who are from an ethnic minority. In actuality, we often pay no attention to our people’s ethnic groups. When we do, it would be out of curiosity or even admiration of that specific ethnic group—because they are rare comparing to people of Han. As a result of this friendly vibe among our people, both the majority and minority live together harmoniously.


In regards to immigration there are top 10 countries whose citizens are currently within our borders. The first being the Republic of Korea followed by the United States, Japan, Myanmar and Vietnam. This nations have recently immigrated to our nation due to our bombing economic standards unlike other nations. Some citizens may have felt a threat with the new immigration increased as there are limited job opportunities available. Another major issue with the increase of immigration is the lack of policies available in controlling immigration, as well as lack of acknowledgement of dealing with the issue. The Rule for Foreigner Administration is responsible for short term visitors from other countries, and not with long term or permanent migrants. Limited ¨green cards” for primarily ¨international friends” of the Communist party instead of international immigration, those who are admitted are highly educated and can work in high-tech bringing large investment. As labor work is an abundant labor in China.

Although religious freedom has expanded in China since the country began opening to the outside world in 1979, it is still extremely limited. The Constitution provides for freedom of religious belief but also places restrictions on religious organizations and practice. The government recognizes five religions—Buddhism, Taoism, Islam, Catholicism, and Protestantism—and requires that all religious activities take place under the auspices of a religion’s respective “patriotic religious association.” While the Chinese government has been indifferent to or cautiously supportive of the expansion of traditional Chinese religions like Buddhism, there has been escalating concern among officials over the “rapid and unsustainable” rise of Christianity in China. This has led to the removal of prominent crosses and demolition of any church buildings that “violated local regulations.” In March 2014, the newly constructed Sanjiang Church in Wenzhou, which took more than 12 years and $4 million to build, was abruptly proclaimed in violation of planning rules and bulldozed by provincial Chinese authorities. The Constitution also forbids foreign control of religious groups, which poses particular problems for Chinese Catholics whose official Church consequently has no direct tie to the Vatican. Religious divisions follow ethnic and geographic lines in the cases of Tibetan Buddhists and Uighur Muslims.

In China, we have recognize that limited freedom of expression has enabled the government to better monitor potentially problematic social issues and because of this we have begun to tolerate criticism. There is limited freedom of speech and the speech that we do have is only then in government- controlled forums. In China there is media and internet censorship over places that hold or release information that we find controversial. We do not want to release information that could be harmful to our economic and or political interests, as a result of this we must protect our citizens and our information to maintain peace and stability in China (Xu).

5. Committee on Economics

China's economic dominance as a nation is mirrored in its social market economy; one in which is moderately reliant on its economic strengths, specifically in the manufacturing sector. The economy within itself, has established the reputation as the largest trading nation and exporter of goods in the world, and plays a predominant role in international trade. Although our economy has been known for prominence and power, its complications in the manufacturing and real estate sector has contributed to the gradual halt in our economy. The manufacturing overcapacity and the lack of new growth engines are contributing factors to our slowing economy. We are currently operating at 70% of our overall capacity, which only falls about 10% short of the healthy percentage of capacity. In order to increase the capacity percentage by 10%, an increase in demand is needed (Pei). In doing so, our proposals include eliminating firms that do not meet demands to prevent manufacturing overcapacity.

The gradual downturn in China's economy is linked in relation to the wealth inequality that is distributed throughout the nation. Despite of class tensions between the rich and the poor, the government has intervened to take necessary actions to resolve the issue regarding social well-being. Policymakers have raised minimum wages to boost incomes, toughened up labor laws to give workers more protection, and in some cases, allowed them to strike (Schuman). With recognition of these ongoing class struggles, such proposals are being made to redistribute wealth between the rich and the poor-- which will gradually close the gap between the wealthy and the poor.

Despite China's gradually slowing economy, Sino-Russian relations have benefitted China's economy due to divisions between Russia and western civilizations. The Sino-Russian gas agreement has had an effect on China's slowing economy. The Sino-Russian gas agreement calls for the creation of different opportunities by opening the door to new industrial uses of natural gas and transportation fuels and fertilizers. The $400 billion gas deal was signed to supply us with 38 million cubic meters of gas between 2018 and 2048, (The Economist). The ability to establish a duo-beneficial agreement demonstrates how Sino-Russian relations have been proven to be created upon mutual benefit. Western sanctions has pushed for the China deal; which helps both nations lessen their economic dependence on the West. Not only does the deal encourages independence, but it also helps Russia get around the economic sanctions imposed by the West because of situations imposed by the Ukraine.

China has created close-knit economic ties with Russia to address the needs of Russia's vast hydrocarbon resources. However, Russia also relies on China's resource in oil because Western sanctions have made seeking stable markets an urgent need for Russia's leader-- Putin. Because of Russia’s reliance on our resources, economic ties have strengthened in the past year; more than 80% of trade between Russia and China are natural resources such as oil, iron, timber, machinery, and equipment (RT). The economic cooperation between both nations have also contributed to China's source in revenue despite the gradually slowing economy. One of China's most significant trading nation is India; one in which comprises of two nations come together to benefit through mutual interest and benefits.

India's merged cooperation with China is aimed towards greater innovation and environmental degradation. China and India's potential trade items include marine products, oil seeds, salt, inorganic chemicals, plastic, rubber, optical and medical equipment, and dairy products. Great potential also exists in areas like biotechnology, health, education, tourism, and India's financial sector. Our plans to boost the economy includes the innovation of the multi-tier transport network, comprising railways, roads and airports, to create a new economic belt alongside the Yangtze River.

The recent collapse in global oil prices has not impacted China's economy in a malignant way; but has actually created a set of energy initiatives for 2015; which calls for the elimination of subsidies. India, in relation to China's approach to the oil changing situation, should take the opportunity to create strategic oil reserves that are similar to China's. In doing so, as global growth improves, oil prices will eventually climb higher. The falling oil prices has only contributed to China's GDP positively as statistics show, China’s GDP increases by about 0.15 percent for every 10 percent drop in the oil price, with its current account balance growing by 0.2 percent of GDP and consumer inflation declining by 0.25 percentage point (Tully).

6. Committee on Energy

China is the world’s number one largest energy consumer in the world, we get a significant part of our energy imported. In the coming years, we expect to have the demand for natural gas increase due to the government’s promotion of natural gas as the preferred fuel in helping reduce air pollution. We look to buy our oil primarily from Persian Gulf, Africa, and Russia/Central Asia. Seeing as we rely on imported energy for over 58% of our oil and natural gas, we do not solely rely on just one country but instead on many as a means of caution. We feel as the global drop in oil prices is a necessary effort in trying to improve the economic deficit that many countries are facing right now in the long run. Seeing as we are in good economic standing, we have agreed on a contract with Russia in terms of oil in order to benefit both us and Russia by helping them attempt to stabilize their economy. Our country will benefit greatly from the $400 billion gas deal with Russia. We feel as if in the long run it will serve us both good. We hope to continue business with Russia for oil in the future. 

We intend to be one of the leaders of energy efficiency in the world in the coming years. By the year 2034, we will be depending on three fourths of our oil import on other countries. Therefore, we will need to have the other countries that we have as allies for oil to also have a good economic standing so that our business will continue and it will not affect our plans for the future. We believe that if we are able to maintain these alliances to a strong level and keep a good attitude with them we will have a clear plan for the further development of our country and also to the affects it will have on the rest of the world.

In the past, obtaining energy for us has been pretty straightforward. Our alliances have been very good to us and we have not had to go to other measures in order to get what we want. Although in many situations money has been a topic of negotiation, nothing has been so serious that we have ever been deprived of energy sources. We believe that the future will be very different in the sense that it will be more cautious and aware of energy consumption. We have been working with the United States in trying to reduce carbon dioxide emission in order to strive for a cleaner and safer world for everyone. With this as a major goal, we hope to see a future that will not have to worry about the ecological footprint the people of previous years will affect them in a negative way. We strive for the betterment of our own country and the world as a whole. 

The Caspian Sea region is one of the oldest oil-producing areas in the world and is an increasingly important source of global energy production. The area has significant oil and natural gas reserves from both offshore deposits in the Caspian Sea itself and onshore fields in the Caspian basin. Traditionally an oil-producing area, the Caspian area's importance as a natural gas producer is growing quickly. The Caspian Sea was not tapped until the collapse of the Soviet Union. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, Russia's oil sector adopted private domestic ownership structures. In 1993, Russia created three joint-stock companies—LUKOil, Surgutneftegaz, and Yukos—to replace the Soviet oil monopoly. At the same time, the entity replacing the Ministry of Gas—Gazprom—retained monopoly ownership along with export monopoly and created 'private domestic ownership with state control. There was little foreign involvement in Russia's oil and natural gas sector until the late 1990s, when BP bought a 50-percent stake in TNK to form TNK-BP (Caspian Sea Region).

The Black Sea is a source of oil that has potential to be a great source of energy for Europe if they are able to negotiate something with Romania once they become independent in oil imports. The Black Sea is pretty much untouched by the oil industry. The Black Sea is very accessible in terms of drilling so therefore it has become a main attraction for those in the oil industry. Exxon Mobile has pledged $735 million dollars to Ukraine with plans to drill wells in this area. The Arctic is another location in which there is a lot of untouched oil mainly due to the difficulty in accessibility. In September 2014, Igor Sechin, CEO of Rosneft, the Russian mammoth oil company, announced that there is a huge oil field in the Arctic that holds and can produce as much oil as the Gulf of Mexico. This breakthrough was noted when the venture between Russia and Exonn began (Bauerova and Vilcu). 

We seek to be one of the most energy efficient country in the world and we will continue to seek the best oil for the best prices to satisfy our people’s demand and maintain our economy in a good place.

7. Committee on Ukraine

The situation in Ukraine has worsened due to the rising tension in the region between pro-Russian groups and their Ukrainian counterparts. Russia continues to invade Crimea and is gradually winning over the people as major countries disagree on what actions should be taken against Russia for violating international law. The dividing factor between major nations in the European Union and the United States is the economy and how many of the countries rely on Russia for goods such as energy and gas. As this problem continues, The People’s Republic of China has benefitted tremendously due to the divisions between Russia and western civilizations and the sanctions placed on the Russian economy.


Over the past few months there has been discussion on what consequences the semi-successful separatists should receive, but China feels that no serious punishment should be placed on the men and women who are apart of such groups. The separatists, despite their backgrounds, are citizens under the Ukrainian government and have the right to express their views on international affairs, even if it pertains to the country in which they inhabit. Similarly, China believes that Russia should not face any ramifications for their actions in Eastern Ukraine and Crimea. The United States, European Union, Ukraine and Russia should seek to reach a negotiated solution in order to avoid further problems that may further incite tensions between the nations and its citizens. 


Through negotiations and peaceful resolution, China believes that the Crimea issue can be solved in order to avoid further conflict in the region that could provoke a civil war in the area. If the countries agree to acknowledge Crimea as part of the Russian Federation, Russia’s naval power and security on the Black Sea would increase since it would become responsible for protecting the northern flank of the Federation, essentially becoming a “fortress fleet”.  If the countries refuse to accept the new situation of Crimea, it will only further strain Russia’s relationship with the rest of the world and lead to more problems in not only the region, but the international community. 


As major countries continue to diverge on methods to approach the Russian-Ukrainian issue, China believes that Russia should focus on strengthening its economy and building alliances that can aid in the restoration of its economy. Russia’s economy has suffered severe blows over the past few months due to its sanctions, and China concludes it would be best that Russia direct its attention towards protecting Russian interests and avoiding further confrontation in Ukraine.


It is the job of the international community to act as a mediator between the two nations that are facing disagreements. The global community should not become involved in issues that do not threaten the safety or security of their countries, which is why China believes we should only act as a hand of aid for the Russia and the Ukraine. This means that for the ethnic Russian communities in the region, their fates should be discussed between the Ukraine and Russia since this problem involves the two countries. China, and the rest of world, can only assist in negotiated solutions to solve the disputes between the nations. 


The People’s Republic of China believes that the Ukraine issue can be solved through restrictions and negotiated solutions. Conflict must be stopped in the area to avoid inciting a civil war which would result in tensions between the global communities. China will gladly help Russia in this dispute as its economy is facing hardships and encourages other nations to make decisions that will maintain global peace.

E. Five Important Issues
1. Economics: 
Russia has become largely dependent on China as an ally due to Western sanctions, and both nations have been cooperating together based on mutual benefit. Given the fact that China’s economy is gradually slowing and such agreements are not permanent, the economy-based collaboration seems unclear for future negotiations.
2. Energy: 

The $400 billion agreement between China and Russia guaranteeing a major portion of China’s gas supply for approximately the next five years. This deal was very beneficial to us because it not only secures a part of our gas import for a good amount of time but it also helps Russia attempt to stabilize their economy.
3. Terrorism: 
China’s Uighur Muslim accused for recent terrorist attacks against citizens as well accused of alliance with ISIS. President Xi Jinping has addressed the issue stating if necessary violent actions will be taken to put an end to the attacks and maintain peace within the nation.  
4. Ukraine:
With the recent invasions Russia has done throughout the Ukraine and other countries, these acts will only lead to greater conflicts with these countries and possibly war. Seeing the current status of Russia’s government and country as a whole we believe that it will benefit Russia the most if they were to just refrain from their original plans to avoid having to end up being in war and possibly leaving them in even more debt than they are already. 
5. Sovereignty

The People’s Republic of China follows the guidelines of peaceful coexistence and condemns the formation of power blocs’ coalition that infringe upon other countries’ sovereignty. Russia has been an ally of our nation, and its annexation of Crimea puts us at a conflicting position where it is hard for us to determine the legality of this move. 
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
