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Introduction: 
As United States delegates we would like to emphasize the interest of our nation in the continuation of collaboration with our outstanding allies, as well as the expansion of collaboration with other nations who would like support. The United States of America seeks to improve the security, economy, and overall well being of our citizens, as well as those of other nations upon whose rights are being infringed, through the exercise of American sovereignty and goodwill. We intend to uphold the values and foundational pillars upon which our very own nation has prospered and thrive. The United States will gladly support nations with a deep yearning for life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. Nations which, despite potentially lacking a highly advanced military, fight for their right to protect their sovereignty from encroaching powers. Our reputation as one of the world’s most powerful countries is not something to fear, but rather a reason to see us as a valuable asset to have in one’s team. The United States, being the land of the free and the home of the brave, is the prime example of the type of stability and success that all democracy-loving nations can achieve, and in working with countries to defuse the issue related to Russian Federation’s involvement with the post-Soviet nations, we will help foster healthier international relations throughout the world.
A. Key Points 
a. Committee on Sovereignty: The United States is a sovereign nation composed of an extremely diversified population. In a world where identity is in direct association with nationality, we admiringly respect the citizens of all nations but we will not behave as bystanders when the sovereignty of our allies or any country is threatened. Russia’s Annexation of Crimea is not a justifiable means of uniting culture and identity, thus there will be consequences. 
b. Committee on Security: Russia is being hostile towards neighboring nations and those who are seeking to help those nations such as the United States of America.
c. Committee on Terrorism: As terrorism continues to threaten global security, this is one avenue in which the United States and Russia are able to work together to combat terrorism. At the same time, the United States works to create a multilateral agreement with nations also threatened by terrorist organizations. 
d. Committee on Human Rights: The United States which is a country committed to the rights of individual humans, believes that, in accordance with the Human Right Watch, Russia’s policies violate the international human rights commitments that Russia has made. 
e. Committee on Energy: As both a consumer and producer of energy, the U.S delegation has recognized the necessity for stabilization of the global market as oil prices continuously decrease. We are interested in collaborating with nations that will adhere to what we condemn as fair and ethical solutions to the crippling world economy issues caused by the energy crisis.  
f. Committee on Economics: In order to stop the aggressivity of the Russian Federation towards weaker bordering nations, economic sanctions must be upheld until Russia adopts a more diplomatic approach to this crisis.
g. Committee on Ukraine: To ensure the survival of Ukraine as a complete and independent state meeting the people’s needs in the form of civil liberties as well as continue free and open trade to and from that region. 
B. Background Information 
The United States’ first real contact with Russia, at the time the USSR, was during the Second World War when the US, UK and Canada allied with the Soviet Union to engage the Axis Powers in the European Theater. As western allied forces moved through North Africa and Italy, Soviet forces were engaged in an all out slaughter on the Eastern Front. The Tehran Conference brought about early decisions on how to divide land after the conclusion of the war as well as the request from Stalin to open a second front against the Nazi’s to take some pressure off of the Soviets. The allies responded with Operation Overlord, but it was about half a year later, slowly building a mistrust between the Soviet Union and the Western nations. After the defeat of the Nazis and the Stalin agreed to fight the Japanese Empire, the US responded with the usage of a weapon that would change the entire world forever. The atomic bomb would quickly end the war with Japan before the Soviet Union could become largely involved in it as well as dropping a piece of top secret ordinance that was shared with other allies during the course of the war but not with Stalin. This further the deep mistrust between the USSR and the western nations as we slipped into the Cold War.  Post World War II, there grew an additional air of mutual mistrust between the United States and the then Soviet Union. This mistrust grew from the uneasiness that the democratic United States had with the increasing power of the contrasting communist Soviet Union in the Eastern Hemisphere. With the United States being seen as a strong international power, the Soviet Union’s increase in power threatened the global stability that had been created thus far. This contrast in ideologies and competition in international influence created tensions between the two countries which inevitably led to what is known as the Cold War. 
The Cold War can also be seen by many as a nuclear arms race was a period of time in which the United States and the Soviet Union saw each other as constant threats. Up to this point the United States had been the only superpower in the international sphere. Thus, as the Soviet Union crept into power, the United States believed that they would take away from the capitalist ideologies that have helped countries become successful. January 1959, the Cuban Revolution took place whereafter their new young leader, Fidel Castro, travelled to Washington but President Eisenhower was unavailable. In his place, Vice President Nixon met with Castro. When leaving his presidency, President Eisenhower saw it best for the United States to sever all ties with Cuba. This action was put into place soon after the United States became critical about the direction in which Castro was leading Cuba. This left Cuba in a place of vulnerability that the Soviet Union, as always, was quick to pick up on. While the United States implemented economic embargos, the Soviet Union took this chance to create economic alliances. Having cut all ties with Cuba, as a nation, we saw no reason to interfere in it until we heard that the Soviet Union was planning on arming Cuba with missiles. At this point, the Cold War was escalating and having heard of the Soviet Union’s plan, the United States feared for the life of their citizens. The United States, as a nation whose primary concern is their citizens, could not sit on this information and thus, it took tactical approaches to solve this problem. This led to the Soviet Union and the United States indirectly clashing as both tried to push the other. At the end, Cuba admitted to already having these missiles and although they were able to avoid this conflict, it still escalated their tensions. 
By 1991, the Communist Regime lost power in the Soviet Union. This led to the dissolution of the Soviet Union and the creation of Russia. Although Russia and the United States are not on equal terms for everything, they have agreed to a bilateral relationship. A bilateral relationship is one in which one nation recognizes the sovereignty of the other nation and vice versa. One place in which the United States and Russia are able to work together is combating terrorism as they have the same goal then. 
Today Russia has once again made the news with actions that echo the days of the Cold War when a surge of Russian troops moved into and seized the Crimean Peninsula. Conflict had been brewing in Ukraine as a revolution burned through the capital city and across the nation. The question on everyone’s mind was Where does Ukraine really belong? As a former USSR state it was still under heavy influence by Russia but after attempts to join the European Union as well as NATO it appeared that Ukraine may belong in accordance with the Western nations, now a civil war is unfolding before the world’s eyes over this question. The quarrels of smaller nations often times are of little importance to larger industrialized nations but with Ukraine’s close proximity to Russia as well as its status as a former member of the Soviet Union it has attracted the attention of Russia. This prompted the actions by Russia to protect their sphere of influence around the post Soviet states catching the world by surprise and quickly attracting the attention of the world superpowers. This has led to numerous sanctions from the United States on Russia for their actions in Ukraine as well as a strain of relationships between the nations which leaves many wondering if we are teetering on the edge of another Cold War. Although with the lack of Ukraine being in NATO the United States has no military obligation to intervene in the current crisis, the US has still mained involvement in the conflict by backing the nationalist side to help foster and hopefully flourish an independent democratic state free from the control of larger nations that rule with an iron fist. 
C. Issues 
Committee on Sovereignty 
The United States began its foundation for success when it gained its independence from Great Britain. The American people created a government that allowed for stability within the thirteen original states. Since sovereignty is something deeply rooted into the beliefs of the United States, we support countries who want to maintain the sovereignty they legally have. Our Founding Fathers believed that in order to be independent, we needed to be sovereign. “the Declaration described Americans as ‘one people’ who had the right ‘to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature’s God entitle them’… It therefore claimed the ‘full Power to levy War, conclude Peace, contract Alliances, establish Commerce, and to do all other Acts and Things which Independent States may of right do’” (Groves), these are the values which we embrace, and given the opportunity we have brought these values to other nations in desperate need for them. Being a sovereign nation illustrates what we, as a country have been able to do; sovereignty allows a nation’s merits to be recognized as their own.
In relation to the annexation of Crimea, Russia has shown what its own power is capable of, on the contrary, it makes Ukraine look weak and unable to take control of something that is already in their land. America is fully against the invasion of Russia into Ukraine’s Crimean region. Ukraine is its own country, it has its own government, which means they self-govern themselves, however they are not truly a sovereignty if another country is taking over their land. We, the United States are not fans of it and we have warned Russia repeatedly, “in a telephone call to Russian President Vladi­mir Putin — his third in two weeks — President Obama said that the referendum ‘would never be recognized by the United States and the international community’… An earlier White House statement, issued as Crimean polls were closing on an overwhelming vote by residents to become part of Russia, called Moscow’s actions ‘dangerous and destabilizing’” (DeYoung). If Russia is going to annex Crimea, we will not let them get off easily, there would be consequences from us. We plan to impose additional costs on Russia, because it is a violation of an international law, which will negative effect on an economy that is already struggling.  For Crimea, they are currently very dependent on Ukraine, and if they are annexed by Russia, it cannot be guaranteed that they will give them the same supplies and necessities that Ukraine provided for them, “Crimea is dependent on supplies from Ukraine of water, for agricultural and industrial products (75-80%), and electricity (80-85%)” (Olszański and Wierzbowska-Miazga). 
In the post-Soviet states, there are still many Russians that speak the native language and still have the same original cultures, however if they are not citizens of Russia, then Russia has no input in another nation’s affairs if it is not affecting their people. We are able to understand Russia if they are doing something in another nation that was in the benefit for their citizens’ protection, as we have done also when it comes to rescuing American citizens that are in danger. Quite frankly, Russia has other problems that it needs to focus on to improve their country before focusing on other things. The right thing to do in this case was for Russia to give advice that would still result in the same thing even if they had really intervened. What happens to make this situation difficult is the arrangement of how the states were placed in where they are today, and they do not not necessarily need to be permanent. As mentioned previously, many people still practice the Russian culture that came from the Soviet Union and still speak the language because they were scattered in all parts of the country that were eventually cut by boundaries. Russia must only believe that it is right to take its people back, but it is pretty late now, because many of these countries are already established. For the referendum taking place, it results in us not having much of a concern that people do not have a say in what is currently going on around the area where they live in. People were given the opportunity to vote on if they wanted to be apart of Russia, so they are being given a chance to voice their opinion. However, we are still skeptical that Russia will not exactly provide what people are asking for, and that is where our concerns lie. 
We embrace the form of government that we live in because it has brought us this far along, flaws and all. Our citizens are given the very important duty to vote for representatives and for initiatives in our beautiful country, so we are in much support of a strong democratic move. Although, this move has taken place, Russia cannot guarantee that everyone will participate in the voting, and that is a warning from us because we have seen it in our own eyes. The United States realizes that it is not a perfect country, and there are many changes that need to happen. There can be possible changes in the future, if our citizens see more clearly that they cannot get the same opportunities that they get here anywhere else. We are a free country, we represent the freedom that our citizens are naturally born with. What we can only do is to encourage them to participate in their government because America is a nation where the voices of everyone can be heard. We remain optimistic for the positive changes in the future because we cannot allow ourselves to take two steps back when we have only taken one step forward. We cannot afford to lose our reputation as a nation that rose from the dreams and hopes of the downtrodden, when we still have more in store. 
Committee on Security 
The United States is the world’s superpower. It has the world’s largest economy, along with the world’s most powerful military, and the world's most extensive sphere of influence. The United States has had a precarious history with Russia in that the two nations have contended with one another ever since the beginning of the Cold War, in hopes of becoming the dominant force in the world. Though there was mass hysteria about nuclear attacks between Russia and the United States during the Cold War, it is evident in today’s world that nuclear war is not a possibility the United States would want to contend with despite the recent deterioration of joint efforts to dismantle nuclear material in the Russian Federation (Nunn and Lugar). The United States has no intent to attack Russia, but a wide array of protective agencies like the Department of Homeland Security, and the Bureau of Diplomatic Security which “is a world leader in international investigations, threat analysis, cyber security, counterterrorism, security technology, and protection of people, property, and information", ensure it remains protected (Bureau of Diplomatic Security). In today's volatile environment revolving the potential acquisition of Ukraine's Crimean region by the Russian Federation, the United States and Russia have developed the worst relations they have had since the Cold War, and the United States has been using all resources it has access to in order to protect itself and other countries from this emerging danger (Koren).
The United States does not see Russia as an immediate threat, but is taking preemptive approaches to stopping its expanse of power and influence in the post-Soviet world, as Russia is one of the few nations that can emerge to be a security threat to the United States and other European nations. In addition, the United States is still weary because the majority of the world’s nuclear weapons that are not in American hands, are in Russian hands; and Russia has been more open to using nuclear weapons in today’s world, than the United States. A nuclear attack by either party would result in mutually assured destruction which is something the United States is wholeheartedly committed to avoiding.

In order to stop Russia from gaining the amount of power it had during the Cold War, the US has used its European allies, through coalitions like NATO, as a force for stopping Russia from reclaiming land it lost when the Soviet Union crumbled. Though Congress has been pressuring the Obama administration to train Ukrainian nationalists to fight pro-Russia separationist in an attempt to halt the Russian advance, the United States remains committed to being as less militarily involved with the conflict as it can be. The United States’ historical foreign policy is one that Obama has attempted to improve. For this reason, the United States has collaborated with other nations in order to expand NATO recruitment of formerly Soviet states to secure countries bordering Russia, and spread security benefits of this alliance towards those nations. In response, the former President of Russia Dmitry Medvedev stated in 2008 that "no country would be happy about a military bloc to which it did not belong approaching its borders" and on April 1st 2014, Russia ended cooperations with NATO. Russia’s uncooperative approach is one of the reasons the United States believes the Russian crisis is one that must be dealt with.
Though the U.S. has not been directly threatened by Russia in a long time, it upholds the security of other nations who have been. For this reason its foreign policy can sometimes be seen as invasive, but in reality the United States has been fighting for those nations that are not strong enough to take on large powers. This is why the US  has pushed for nations like Georgia and Ukraine to join global alliances like NATO. The United States does not infringe on the sovereignty of other nations, but rather spreads freedoms and stability to these regions. The commitment to this can be seen by the United States’ decision to “send more radios, first-aid kits, surveillance drones, counter-mortar radar systems and military ambulances” to Ukraine instead of ground troops and weapons (Baker). The United States of America, unlike other powerful regimes, is not a dictatorial nation, but rather one that listens to the pleads of the global community and facilitates the eradication of security threats worldwide.
Committee on Terrorism 


Terrorism has grown to become an imminent threat that spreads far outside the bounds of verbal warnings in the case of the United States of America among other nations. This threat has extended from just simple verbiage to actual action. Due to this inclination towards violence, the United States sees it vital that these issues be dealt with in the utmost care and precision. With the growth of terrorist factions along with the dependency on the use of propaganda to enthrall others to join, the international community must take action to combat these terrorist ways. The United States believes that, along with other members of the Committee on Terrorism, we can deplete the amount of power terrorist organizations exert today. Unilaterally, the United States has grown to be a rising combater of terrorism. So, creating a multilateral approach to this allows for a plethora of countries to work together who have a common goal defeat a common threat. 

There are many level of terrorist threats that lead to a nation feeling as though they are in danger. What begins as verbal threats may lead to more. A nation never knows. Essentially, no nation can ever ignore any threats made as they cannot for sure weed out the true from the false. Cyber terrorism has grown inexplicably large over the years and crept to become one of the biggest threats the United States faces (“Obama Says Cyberterrorism Is Country's Biggest Threat, U.S. Government Assembles”). With the limitless space given to cyber terrorist, this type of terrorism has procured a higher amount of men and women as they are able to destroy countries from the safety of their houses. No one country can have and win this battle, instead, this must be a collective effort in the international sphere. Cyber terrorism stems from the modernization of countries as technology has been given a greater scope. Due to this development, there is now a greater chance taken by using technology because it can do a plethora of amazing things but, at the same time, it can be used against oneself or their nation. The United States of America is aware that others have seen us as being unilateral. Although this is the case, we believe that the next step in combatting this issue is working with others. Thus, countries must work together in order to ensure these threats are no longer dangers. Each country garners a specific amount of knowledge that alone might not stand for much but, when put together, it can be like the missing pieces of a puzzle piece coming together. 

As a country, we face ideological and religious terrorism that has clearly become evident over the years first with Al-Qaeda and now, with the Islamic State of Iraq and Syria. By 1920, many Middle Eastern countries had been colonized by the West. In the early days of the post - Soviet reign, there was a movement for Muslims to band together. Quickly and quietly, this movement garnered attention mainly because in the Soviet Union, it had focused much on attacking Islam. Partially due to this, there were Muslims created known as, “ethnic Muslims” that, although were born into Islam, did not know the direct teachings of this religion (“Seedbeds of Terrorism: The Post-Soviet States and the Rise of the New Jihad”). From history, they had seen the Western countries, including the Soviet Union, oppress their faction. Thus, as those ethnic Muslims did not know the true teachings of Islam, they were easily manipulated to join the radical Islamist movements. Due to the fall of the Soviet Union, there was a weakening of governments and peoples’ beliefs that led them to be easy targets of manipulation. Ideological terrorism grew from the belief that Western ideals were being shoved upon nations such as those in the Middle East. Religious terrorism grew from the oppression of the Islamic religion in the Soviet Union and radical Islamists want to push their religion upon others. 

Having dealt with terrorism in multiple fractions, we believe terrorism can become a larger issue in the post - Soviet States. With this regard, it is important to deal with these issues head first. In Central Asia, the terrorist organization named the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan has grown in dimension ("Problem of Terrorism in the Post-Soviet Era Yevgeniy Kozhokin") . Although this is the case, this movement has not gotten to the same velocity as ISIS. Thus, as the United States, we look down upon the idea of negating ISIS and focusing on IMU. If we deal with ISIS, that sets a precedent of how one is to deal with other terrorist organizations. The United States urges members to think of this scenario; over the years, the Soviet Union has grown in depth and power which extends over oceans. ISIS is heard around the world. IMU, although big in Central Asia, has yet to be heard in other regions. Thus, the United States believes that it is important to tackle the issues presented by ISIS thereby creating a concrete and tactical way of dealing with other issues ("Obama's ISIS Strategy: Doomed for Failure"). 

With the creation of Homeland Security post - 9/11, the United States has affirmed their desire of combating terrorism. Terrorism, in any form, is a direct and imminent threat to a nation. While many nations shy away from playing an active role in addressing this issue, the United States has been on the frontline of this problem. The United States have used advantage of Homeland Security by, preventing the travel of known and suspected terrorists, strengthening transportation, securing global supply chains, detecting and preventing biological, radiological, and nuclear attacks, and lastly, protecting critical infrastructure ("Homeland Security"). Under each implementation, Homeland Security has taken legal measures to ensure the viability of each program. The United States says this to say that we, as a nation, have begun to create ways to combat terrorist regimes. In order to further enhance these problem - solving techniques, the United States calls upon other nations to work alongside it in ensuring that this problem is dealt with. 

As a push for a collective effort, the United States has begun to work with Russia in ensuring the protection of citizens from the terrorist front. By strategically sharing knowledge about ISIS with each other, the United States and Russia begin to build a wall of trust (“ISIS' Worst Nightmare: The U.S. and Russia Teaming Up on Terrorism”). Due to the Cold War, there is continued tensions between these two countries which was later escalated due to the Ukrainian crisis. Although this is the case, as nations, our job is to protect our people in the best way we see fit. In the case of terrorism, the ideal way to combat this problem is for Western nations to create a sort of regional coalition ensuring the pragmatic demise of ISIS. Terrorism is a strong and ever growing problem that threatens to destroy global stability and so, this should be combated in a way that ensures each country puts in as much as they get out. With the implementation of such strategies, the United States shows the vigorous amount of time and effort they are putting in to decrease and destroy terrorism. By creating a multilateral approach of dealing with this issue, the United States looks to implement a system where nations will use each other’s resources to help decrease terrorism. 
Committee on Human Rights 
The protection of fundamental human rights was a foundation stone in the establishment of the United States over 200 years ago. Since then, a primary goal of the U.S. has been the promotion of respect for human rights as it understands that the existence of human rights helps secure the peace, lower aggression, combat crime and corruption, strengthen democracies, and prevent humanitarian crises. The nation has experienced a series of changes, adapting to time and society, and expanding the protection of human rights more and more with each change. Today the nation acknowledges the need of improvement and seeks to promote greater respect for human rights, including freedom from torture, freedom of expression, press freedom, women's rights, children's rights, and the protection of minorities.

The United States grants it’s citizens and legal residents a series of rights without discrimination based on culture, political view, or social spectrum. It strongly holds and promotes human rights for everyone. In the Bill of Rights, which was adopted in 1971, the rights of freedom of speech, freedom of religion, the right to keep and bear arms, the freedom of assembly and to petition, were granted to every citizen. It also prohibited unreasonable search and seizure, cruel and unusual punishment and compelled self-incrimination. These simple rights drew a line between the public and congress, assuring the protection of each individual as well as conveying everyone of the nation’s intentions to defend human rights. As time passes the United States has been faced with different situations. Today the nation struggles with handling issues within itself that deal with prisoner’s rights, LGBT rights, and immigrant rights. The United States has taken action to deal with this issues and will keep the importance of human rights respect in mind before any national decisions are taken ensuring that,on each issue, the benefit of the nation as a whole and the rights each individual holds, are protected. 
The United States and it’s views on human rights are seen differently by different people. Some observers give the U.S. high to fair marks, while others charge it with a persistent pattern of human rights violations. Wherever one stands it is impossible to ignore the involvement and persistence of the United States in the promotion of respect of human rights. When compared to nations the United States is a leader in the movement of human rights. With each step, the nation seeks to improve and has done so successfully. Today many issues that once perturbed society, such as slavery and gender inequality, no longer exist. The United States has become involved in global issues where a threat to human rights is present, thus it’s preoccupation with the Russia and Ukraine issue. The nation of Russia seems to follow a pattern opposite of that of the United States when it comes down to human rights. The Human Rights Watch has stated that many of the new laws and the treatment of civil society president Putin has created, violate Russia’s international human rights commitments. Russia has violated simple human rights which are imperative for the United States if a nation seeks social peace. Recent protests in Ukraine have resulted in dozens of deaths, highlighting the urgent need to bring accountability to human rights violations and guarantee citizens safety. The Human Rights Watch also stated that Russia is currently abusing the rights of citizens of annexed Crimea, harassing activists, as well as journalists who oppose the annexation of the Ukrainian peninsula. Even more, the Russian and local authorities have severely curtailed human rights protections in Crimea since Russia began its occupation of the peninsula and ignored the abuses of.  The United States is known for it’s humanitarian work, and it is outrageous for us to understand that a country, who ratified the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, is doing nothing to protect it’s own citizens. The Times recently discovered that, with the goal of deceiving the public and convincing them that they are in fact looking out for human rights, Russia has sent aid convoys to the Ukraine. It was to their surprise that these convoys consisted of empty trucks, and were only sent as an excuse for Russia to invade Ukraine. Although the United States has taken no drastic measures, it has aided the Ukraine by sending harmless military oriented and humanitarian aid, and it is prepared to take action when it is in the right position to do so. Contrary from what Russia has demonstrated thus far, the United States takes the human rights issue very seriously and will take any action necessary to ensure the safety of the Ukrainian people.

The United States from it’s foundation has emphasized the importance of respect for human rights in order to maintain a society in order and a peaceful world. Such respect is emphasized even in the first amendment of the constitution where it is made clear that the making of any law respecting an establishment of religion, impeding the free exercise of religion, abridging the freedom of speech, infringing on the freedom of the press, interfering with the right to peaceably assemble or prohibiting the petitioning for a governmental redress of grievances is prohibited. Such foundation impedes the United States from turning it’s back on situations where the rights of a human being are being abused and or ignored. Promoting freedom and democracy and protecting human rights around the world are central to United States foreign and domestic policies. The values captured in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and in other global and regional commitments are consistent with the values upon which the nation was founded. The United States supports those persons who long to live in freedom and under democratic governments that protect universally accepted human rights. It uses a wide range of tools to advance a freedom agenda, including bilateral diplomacy, multilateral engagement, foreign assistance, reporting and public outreach, and economic sanctions. The United States is committed to working with democratic partners, international and regional organizations, non-governmental organizations, and engaged citizens to support those seeking freedom and protecting the rights every human is entitled to.
Committee on Energy
Energy policies in the United States are composed in regards to advancing American energy as a primary component. Other factors of importance that are considered include climate change and the environment. President Obama’s energy policies have made the country less energy dependent of other nations, our dependence on foreign oil is at a 20-year low and it is still decreasing (Advancing American Energy). Present-day domestic energy-related emissions have also fallen within these 20 years. These changes can be attributed to the largest investment made for clean energy in American history. Current energy policies have allowed the United States to produce more oil, gas, and renewable energy. To implement and enforce these policies the government has set in motion various initiatives that advance clean energy technology. The nation is on the trek to become energy efficient, a process that is increasing energy security, diminishing carbon pollution, and promoting economic growth. Our industries and citizens have a developed a commitment to basic and applied energy.
As energy consumers the United States heavily depends on itself but also Canada, nations in Latin America, the Persian Gulf, Africa, and other parts of the world at almost a 2% consumer rate (Flintoff). An important fact to focus on is that out of the total consummation of energy, only 33% of it is actually foreign; the lowest level since the year 1985. As producers in the year 2014, 9.8 million barrels of crude oil were being produced per day. We are also exporters of refined petroleum products. In December of 2014, the volume of net exports from U.S. refined products was equivalent to about 12% of the total volume of U.S. petroleum consumption in December 2014 (U.S. Energy Information Administration). Although the United States is one of the largest energy exporters in the world along with China and Russia, it is not a member of the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries. The Global oil markets are extremely intertwined to the extent that small changes in any part of the system can affect it elsewhere (Flintoff).
One of the nation’s key goals is to reduce pollution in such a manner that it does not affect economic growth or consumption. The United States' government understands that the nation needs affordable power and cleaner energy. New approaches to solve pollution problems are carbon dioxide capture, compression, transportation, and storage. This new technology known as Carbon Capture and Sequestration is being implemented in new coal-fired power plants (Advancing American Energy). Reducing pollution helps to improve the health of citizens but it also gives the nation the opportunity to develop new technology that produces cleaner energy. This work is also been done through partnerships with rural electric cooperatives, home efficiency upgrades, and of course private-sector partnerships (Advancing American Energy). By cutting energy wastes the nation has manifested a feasible manner in which new jobs can be developed, money can be saved, and carbon pollution can be reduced. Citizens are also saving money because new standards for appliances and equipment have been set, thus their electricity bills have been cut by hundreds of billions of dollars. Sales of appliances that do not meet standards are being removed from the market. The Climate Action Plan has a goal of cutting 3 billion metric tons of energy waste by the year 2030 (Advancing American Energy). The United States would like to see more nations across the world implement such policies as well.
                    
The United States does not support any nations that provide the Russian Federation with aid towards obtaining oil from any of its reserves overseas or its prospected regions. These economic sanctions restrict the exportation of American goods, services, and technology to Russian oil companies. The implementation of such policies is an element to combat Russia's continuous violation of Ukraine's sovereignty. The United States recognizes that the Caspian Sea has become a great source of natural gas and crude oil. We have an extensive interest in this region because it attracts the possibility of further investments that can additionally support the nation's infrastructure. It is also necessary to understand that although the nation has an interest in the region it does not have any plans for military actions. The United States delegation would also like to make explicitly clear that it supports any movement from the Ukraine government to begin offshore explorations for possible energy sources to stop Russian gas imports to Ukraine. The energy situation in the Black Sea is currently affecting the Exxon Mobil Corporation (Bierman). Given the situation occurring in Crimea, the Black Sea is not on the agenda of any international oil and gas companies, any future plans for offshore drilling are currently uncertain (Bierman). As far as the Arctic area, the United States’ president has released an executive order known as “Enhancing Coordination of National Efforts in the Arctic”, that provides the nation with precedence to perform energy exploration in this area (Nunez). The order has instituted an Arctic Executive Steering Committee which will provide agencies and federal groups with guidance on the strategic importance of the Arctic region (Office of the Press Secretary). The United States does have a concern for low oil prices but we believe that as a nation of great commercialism and innovation, exploration of possible undiscovered oil in the Arctic can lead to long term investments (Nunez). The US delegation is recognizant but opposed to Russian and Norwegian joint explorations in the Arctic. The United States will be leading the chairmanship of the Arctic Council, thus Arctic issues are of an utmost priority for the United States and we will fight for exploration leases permitted to Russia to be blocked (Nunez).  We will not be proposing cutbacks on production as a solution to the problem but rather try to find areas where the market can be stabilized. It may seem as though cheap oil prices do not affect consumers because they are able to obtain a commodity at a low price, it does in fact disturb the global economy because some of the world’s top exporters of oil have economies that solely rely upon oil sales (Nunez). The Russian Federation’s economy is facing a potential meltdown because the value of the ruble decreases as oil becomes less expensive (Plumer).
Committee on Economics
The United States economy has a long history of constantly changing, whether it be for good or for ill. Known for their intervention in foreign countries, the United States is often associated with making policies and sanctions in other countries so that they can preserve their economy. With the increase in problems between Russia and Ukraine, the United States has stepped in and made numerous sanctions. Obama has made executive orders, one after another, intended at hurting the Russian economy.The issues have lead to problems due to the decrease in oil production. Oil is something that Russia is heavily dependent on and their economy has suffered significantly due to drop of oil production. The United States has made a lot of effort to end the problems between Russia and Ukraine, including taking things into their own hands. According to Obama and his administration, their hopes for the future of the United States economy according to the Office of the President-Elect is  “pro-jobs, including their plans to eliminate America's dependence on foreign oil and bring down healthcare costs.” The United States is making a major stride to end the issues and make sure that their economy does not suffer from them. In order to do so, the United States has to be extremely careful that they do not jeopardize the relations that they have with their allies and with the countries that they are currently trading with. 
The United States economy very much relies on their trading relations with foreign countries. Through trade, the United States has been able to make growing allies with other countries, as well as improve their economy overall. When Russia decided to reduce the amount of oil that they were producing, many feared that this would have a major impact on the United States and its economy. However, the United States responded quickly by increasing the amount of oil that they produced. This action also helped in lowering the gas prices in the country, which benefited the people as a whole. One of the United State’s key trading partners is Saudi Arabia. When Russia decided that they were going to lower the production of oil and decrease the amount that they are exporting, the United States and Saudi Arabia collided with one another and made an effort to decrease the price of oil. In doing so, the two were able to damage Russia’s economy. Russia relied heavily on the production of oil and when the United States and Saudi Arabia decided to lower the prices, people were more willing to buy oil from them and less willing to buy oil from Russia, who did not lower their prices. This also had an effect on the United States economy, as well as Saudi Arabia’s economy, but in a positive way. As they lowered prices, they were able to sell more, thus increasing their total profit and boosting their economies. 
President Obama and his team have made major strides to make sure that the conflicts going on between Ukraine and Russian do not impact the United States negatively. Sanctions that have been set in stone by Obama and his administration, are key features in the prevention of conflicts affecting the United States. On March 20th, 2014, Obama issued a new Executive Order stating that there would be a block of property of additional persons who are contributing to the issues in Ukraine. With this, Obama and his administration hoped that they would lower the amount of people that are taking place in the conflicts, and that through this, the issues would lessen. Obama and his administration also set forth the Executive Order 13660, that was meant to place sanctions on anyone that is acting violently or stealing assets from the people of Ukraine. The United States is very much trying to make peace, although the conflicts between Ukraine and Russia are still occurring. The presence of Russian troops in Ukraine is very much a red flag to the citizens of the United States, which has also impacted the fact that they do not want to send in military forces.
Predicaments that the United States has been facing are the issues surrounding whether or not they should spend the money to help. The United States has been experiencing a lot of  backlash from its citizens. A major issue that Obama and his administration are facing currently are the arguments from the American citizens that the United States should not be spending the money and the resources to help with the issues. On the other hand, there are still those that feel that it is necessary in the long run because it can prevent from the issues spreading and making an impact on the United States. The United States government intends to continue to back Ukraine up throughout the conflicts. Fear has become apparent as the stock markets in the EU have gone down, and the possibility of that in turn happening in the United States as a result of the issues in Ukraine have come to the surface.  The United States citizens realize that should there be a crash in the stock market, that there is a possibility that the country could face another extremely hard time period  like the Great Depression. It is very much the opinion of many American citizens that the United States and the EU should refrain from any military involvement in Russia, and instead, work to make relations with the post-Soviet states so that they can strengthen their financial authorities. As the issues become more out of hand, the United States has to decide whether or not they want to send in troops or intervene, especially since it would men spreading millions of dollars. The United States wants to make it extremely clear that they do not want to work with any foreign nations that may be helping Russia by giving them technology or anything that would help them with the oil production. Through doing so, the United States is hoping to keep their economy, as well as those of its allies, up, while penalizing Russia’s economy. 
Committee on Ukraine
The United States is very troubled by the current situation in Ukraine and are taking a stand to protect the civil liberties of all those in Ukraine as well as ensuring the survival of open and friendly trade to and from the nation of Ukraine.  The Crimean Peninsula has become a large point of interest involving the current situation in Ukraine. The Crimean Peninsula is adjacent to the Black Sea and includes vast topography from coastlines, mountains and steppes. The peninsula holds a 2.4 million population according to a 2001 Census, 1.5 million considered themselves Russian 600,000 Ukrainian, 250,000 Crimean Tatars. The land holds a large strategic value. Access to warm water naval port; Russian navy access to Mediterranean Sea, military power and presence. US Sixth Fleet is in command of Mediterranean Sea, could tip balance of power in region. This area is of large strategic importance to Ukraine, it has access to the Black Sea which leads to access to the Mediterranean Sea which neighbors southern European countries, northern Africa and portions of the Middle East. We as the United States would much prefer to keep Crimea a part of Ukraine to allow for free trade to flow directly to and from Ukraine. Ukraine exports totaled at 13.8 €billion in 2013 as well as nearly 23.9 €billion in imports from the EU alone. It is in the best interest of the majority of Europe to keep the Crimean Peninsula under the control of the Ukrainian government. The US will continue to back the Ukrainian government for the sake of the EU and will proceed with regularly scheduled naval exercises with NATO nations in the Black Sea. 
The current unrest taking place in Ukraine is very troubling to many observing nations as protests quickly turned to an all out civil war between the pro-Russian separatists and Ukrainian forces (nationalists). Much of this fighting taking place in eastern Ukraine has not only claimed the lives of countless innocent civilians in the region, it has also resulted in the shooting down of MH17 a Malaysian Airlines flight out of Amsterdam killing 298 people. It is very clear that the rules of engagement are not being followed. It would be in the best interest of the world for such fighting to cease although after many violations of ceasefire agreements it is clear the fighting will not stop. We support the continuing of Ukraine as a legitimate state and will stand behind nationalist forces. Ukrainian friendly nature to EU nations as well as its importance in world trade makes the survival of the entirety of the nation of Ukraine a necessity. We are currently moving 300 military advisors into Ukraine to assist in training the Ukrainian armed forces. 19 million dollars of the 2015 fiscal budget will be used to help proctor the building of the Ukrainian National Guard. After repeated requests Russia has still not withdrawn troops from the Crimean Peninsula as well as videographic evidence of Russian involvement after a Russian paratrooper was captured by nationalist forces in late August 2014. 
We have since continued with NATO naval exercises in the Black Sea along with Germany, Italy and Canada. As well as Estonia welcoming the US Army’s Second Cavalry Regiment to join in a military parade on Estonia’s Independence Day. We have no intention of withdrawing our forces from this region, we will continue to support other NATO nations in that region as well as ensure the survival of a nation that has been an asset to all other nations around it. 
Our primary goal is to work in conjunction with other nations from the EU, Baltic and former Soviet Union states to ensure a peaceful and prosperous future for all parties involved. We also plan to ensure the protection and preservation the basic rights and civil liberties of those living in Ukraine. The free world will not tolerate the rights of people being stripped by a government wishing to impose it’s own agenda and actions upon a nation for it’s own gain. We act on behalf of all free nations and would like nothing more than to see a harmonious, peaceful resolving of the issues surrounding the current Ukrainian crisis although that is in the hands of others. The usage of any direct military intervention in Ukraine is an absolute last resort for the United States. As nearly all other nations will agree the use of direct military intervention in large international issues such as this one would yield a negative result to all nations involved in it. We will continue to provide military based aid to build Ukraine a more advance, capable and confident armed forces to help ensure it’s survival. I believe I speak for all free nations referencing a quote from former US President Lyndon B Johnson “We fight because we must fight, if we’re to live in a world where every country can shape it’s own destiny.” Human rights will not protect themselves and with the constant reminder of these rights being whisked away in parts of Syria and northern Iraq it is more urgent than ever to defend these rights. If these rights are not respected it will yield a response not only from the UN but from all the nations currently in position to intervene in such a violation. We as human beings have had enough of war and injustices constantly taking place and we will not stand by stagnant and observe more being committed.  
For the safety and security of all nations in the European region we feel it is imperative that Ukraine remain a complete and free state. The EU has stated that it has the right to apply for membership to the Union contingent upon it’s adhering to the principles of democracy, respect for fundamental freedoms, human and minority rights as well as the rule of law. As the threat of separatists and Russian forces grow, public support for join NATO has never been higher in Ukraine, we would like to see this happen although it must abide by many of the similar principles to join the EU. We wish to see Ukraine grow and prosper as many other nations in Europe have but this will never be achieved with a larger nation imposing it’s sphere of control upon the nation and ultimately peace will never be achieved.  
D. Five most important issues our country would like to be addressed at the conference in order of importance 
· Ukraine: To ensure the survival of Ukraine as a complete and independent state meeting the people’s needs in the form of civil liberties as well as continue free and open trade to and from that region. 
· Sovereignty: The United States is a sovereign nation composed of an extremely diversified population. In a world where identity is in direct association with nationality, we admiringly respect the citizens of all nations but we will not behave as bystanders when the sovereignty of our allies or any country is threatened. Russia’s Annexation of Crimea is not a justifiable means of uniting culture and identity, thus there will be consequences. 
· Security: Russia is being hostile towards neighboring nations and those who are seeking to help those nations such as the United States of America.
· Terrorism: As terrorism continues to threaten global security, this is one avenue in which the United States and Russia are able to work together to combat terrorism. At the same time, the United States works to create a multilateral agreement with nations also threatened by terrorist organizations. 
· Committee on Economics: In order to stop the aggressivity of the Russian Federation towards weaker bordering nations, economic sanctions must be upheld until Russia adopts a more diplomatic approach to this crisis.
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
